or water with the several areas described in the Schedule hereto be and same Is Hereby
Prohibited.

a) Parts of the Townlands of Port, Lurganboy, Labanstown, Cruicestown,
Reynoldstown, Mayne, Callystown being the areas contained between the red line
marked on the map Number 1 attached hereto, and the coastline.

b) Part of the Townlands of Glaspistol and Callystown being the areas contained
between the red line on the map marked Number 2, and attached hereto, and the
coastline.

All the lands in Parts a and b of this Schedule are situate in the County Health District of
Louth.
