
Amy Broadhurst, it has been resolved that a Civic Honour 
is to be conferred on you, in recognition of your devotion 
to the pursuit of excellence in the sport of boxing and your 
phenomenal achievement in becoming world champion. 
Your achievements to date bring honour and acclaim on 
yourself, your hometown of Dundalk, and on the
County of Louth. 

Boxing from the tender age of 5, the dedication and 
discipline you demonstrated over the last two decades saw 
you consistently on the winners’ podium year after year. 

Not content with winning 19 National titles, you took 
home the Gold at the European Under 16 championships 
in both 2012 and 2013; you then won Silver at the European 
Under 18 championship in 2014, taking home the Under 
18 Gold in 2015; you then won the European Under 22 
Championships not once but twice in 2018 and 2019, while 
also winning the English Elite Gold in 2018; in 2019 you won 
both the Irish Elite Gold and a European Bronze Women’s 
medal, and then successfully defended your Irish Elite Gold 
title in 2020 and 2021.

You also qualified for the World Quarter Finals on 2 
separate occasions. These hard-fought titles would be 
accolade enough, but your determination, perseverance 
and talent ultimately saw you crowned World Light 
Welterweight Champion on the 19th of May, 2022. 

As only the third Irish Woman ever to win a world boxing 
title, you have not only proven yourself as best in the world 
at your chosen sport but your excellence in a historically 
male dominated sport has set an example to young girls 
showing them that there is no area that women cannot 
excel at given talent, time, and dedication. You have paved 
the way for future generations of girls to know that there is 
a place for them if they want it in whatever discipline 
they choose. 

It is fitting that this Council honours your achievements 
and excellence both in your world title and in your 
contribution to gender equality.

Ní raibh tú ach cúig bliana d’aois nuair a thosaigh tú ag 
dornálaíocht agus thug an dúthracht agus an smacht 
a léirigh tú le fiche bliain anuas áit duit ar phóidiam na 
mbuaiteoirí bliain i ndiaidh bliana.

Tar éis 19 teideal náisiúnta a bhuachan, bhuaigh tú Bonn 
Óir ag craobhchomórtais Faoi 16 na hEorpa in 2012 agus 
2013; bhuaigh tú Bonn Airgid ansin i gcraobhchomórtas 
Faoi 18 na hEorpa in 2014, agus Bonn Óir Faoi 18 in 2015; 
bhuaigh tú ansin Craobhchomórtas Faoi 22 na hEorpa ní 
uair amháin ach faoi dhó in 2018 agus 2019, agus bhuaigh 
tú Bonn Óir Éilíte Shasana in 2018 freisin; in 2019 bhuaigh 
tú Bonn Óir Éilíte na hÉireann agus bonn Cré-umha 
Eorpach na mBan, agus ansin chosain tú do Bhonn Óir 
Éilíte na hÉireann in 2020 agus 2021.

Cháiligh tú freisin do Chluichí Ceathrú Ceannais an 
Domhain ar dhá ócáid ar leith. B’éachtaí a ndóthain iad na 
teidil seo a saothraíodh go crua, ach lean tú de d’iarrachtaí 
agus ba iad do dhiongbháilteacht agus do thallann a chuir 
ar do chumas craobhchomórtas Mharcmheáchan Éadrom 
an Domhain a bhuachan ar an 19ú Bealtaine 2022.

Is tú an tríú bean Éireannach riamh a bhuaigh teideal
