Louth Co Co will assess the condition of any local public roads, for which they intend to
apply for funding, using the Paving Rating Manual (rating range is 1 to 10 with 1 being very
poor and 10 being excellent).

Louth Co Co will record the length, width, number of farms and dwellings along the roads
under consideration.

Louth Co Co will estimate the overall cost of each scheme taking account of material,
labour, machinery and traffic management costs. The community contribution in each case
will be 50% of the overall costs.

Taking into account the findings of points a) to c), the Council will prioritise the roads which
are eligible under the “2017 Community Involvement Scheme” and apply to the
Department for funding.

Louth County Council will only make an application to the Department for funding in cases
where the local contribution is monetary only — no works are to be undertaken by the local
community. This is due to Health and Safety considerations, Traffic Management,
Insurances etc.
