“Calling on this council to install bollards as a road safety measure on Main Street, Termonfeckin to   eliminate the road safety issues caused by lorries and cars parking on the footpath opposite the local Centra store. These lorries and cars continuously park from early morning and throughout the day blocking residents driveways and obstructing sight lines for residents exiting their houses.”
Reply
The Area Engineer has had discussions on this matter with Councillor Munster and a meeting on site is proposed in the near future. The meeting will look at the issues raised in the motion along with the proposed solution. In addition he will examine other options, such as enforcement, bye-laws and planning.

Reply
Tenders for the resurfacing of the Road have been sought with a closing date of the 22nd April next. On receipt of same a Contractor will be appointed to carry out the works. The Council is satisfied that there are sufficient funds available to complete the works.

From Cllr. G. Nash

“What level of contact the Planning Enforcement Section has had with O’Neill Brothers, the developers responsible for the Oriel Cove development in Clogherhead over the last twelve months?”
     Reply
Our files indicate that O’ Neill Brothers have been contacted on 3 occasions over the past 12 months. Twice in respect to the upkeep of the grass areas and once in respect of the completion of road surfacing

“In addition, has the Council fully established the current trading status of the   company?”
Reply
O’ Neill Brothers is an active trading company and continue to operate their business from their head office in Derry
 “Furthermore, accepting that parts of the estate are falling into disrepair
despite the best efforts of the Residents’ Association, what specific action has the Council taken and what action will it commit to take in order to address the outstanding works in the estate?”
Reply
The outstanding works consist of applying the final surface layer on the estate roads. The developer is going through the taking in charge process currently and it is anticipated that the completion of the road surfacing will follow the carrying out of any necessary repairs to underground drainage and water services that may be identified during this process. In the event that the road surfacing is not completed two courses of action would be open for consideration by the Planning Authority of issuing an enforcement notice followed by a prosecution if found necessary or the lifting of the development bond and engaging a road surfacing contractor to complete the work. In this regard, it should be noted that adequate bond monies are being held in reserve to cover such an eventuality.
“And in addition, when will the Council act to have the estate completed and taken in charge in full accordance with the relevant planning permission and attached conditions for the estate?”
Reply
The development is currently undergoing the taking in charge process and it is anticipated that the completion of the road surfacing will follow the carrying out of any necessary repairs to underground drainage and water services that may be identified during this process after which time formal taking in charge will take place.

(iii) From Cllr. T. Byrne

“In view of the lack of public toilet facilities at Clogherhead Blue Flag Beach has Louth County Council any plans to provide same.”
Reply
The Council has an agreement in place with Neptune Adventure Centre where they are required to keep the public toilet facilities open to the general public from the 17th March to 31st October each year.  The Council has been in contact with the Adventure Centre to ensure that these arrangements will apply in 2010 and the situation will be kept under review.
