Having raised the necessary funds through voluntary contributions for the construction of the playground with the support of Louth Leader, residents cannot raise the required €15,000 for the construction of the required 105 metre footpath"

Reply
As the members are aware, the Tullyallen playground development was initially proposed for a different site. The part VIII planning process for that site commenced on 06/10/2010, and submissions were due by 30/11/10. The manager’s report was brought to the Drogheda East and West area committee meeting of January 10th in advance of the January County Council meeting. It was agreed, because of some local objections, to explore the suitability of this new potential site at the Glenn Emmets GFC grounds prior to the County Council meeting of January 17th. At a special meeting of the area committee on 14/11/2011 it was agreed that the part VIII application for the original site should be withdrawn from the January meeting and that a new part VIII planning process should be commenced for the new proposed site incorporating this footpath to meet the concerns of the independent ROSPA accredited inspector and the planning section with regard to pedestrian access.

This new preferred site for the playground at Tullyallen was deemed suitable on the basis that adequate pedestrian access to it from the village was provided. Accordingly, this proposed footpath to the new playground site was an integral element of the part VIII planning proposal submitted for this development, and one which the planning report considered important to the recommended grant of permission. 

An alternative access and egress to the playground facility through the grounds of the Glen Emmet’s GAA Club would suffice as a temporary arrangement to allow the facility to open. – This however would have to be done with the agreement of the trustees of the Glen Emmet’s club and the approval of the Leinster Council of the GAA. Such an agreement is subject to the approval of Louth County Council and will only be considered as a temporary arrangement.
