Whiteriver Landfill Site
The Cathaoirleach advised the members that while not listed on the Agenda, correspondence had issued advising the members that an update on the Whiteriver Landfill site would be presented
Minute No.  164/11
The Cathaoirleach recorded the County Managers notice advising that the Whiteriver Landfill facility would remain open for the receipt of domestic waste until Saturday 1st October.
Minute No. 165/11
Mr. Des Foley, Director of Services welcomed the opportunity presented by the Special Meeting to bring members up to date in regard to the landfill site.

The Director clarified that the Whiteriver site would re-open for the receipt of both domestic and commercial waste in January 2012.  He outlined to the members that in the period 2002-2004 illegal dumping occurred in areas of the North of Ireland, resulting now in 17 unauthorised landfill sites being identified.  Following negotiations between the Irish Government and the North of Ireland Government, it was agreed that the waste from such sites would be repatriated to the South of Ireland. 
Following a request from the Dept. of Environment, Community and Local Government, Louth County Council agreed to accept 10,000 tonnes of repatriated waste from a site at Ballymartin, County Down.  The full cost of this repatriation exercise will be met by the Irish Government and Louth County Council will receive the usual gate fees for the waste.
The members were further advised that a small amount of Leachate from the Ballymartin site would be treated at the Dundalk Waste Water Treatment Plant with the agreement of the Environmental Protection Agency. (EPA)
When announcing the closure of Whiteriver site to commercial users in July, the Director of Services advised that this was due to the License capacity of 96,000 tonnes expected to be achieved as a result of scheduled commitments. The Director was not in a position to clarify those commitments until now due to ongoing discussions with the Department of Environment, Community and Local Government and a number of other agencies.
The second of these schedule commitments entered into by Louth County Council is agreement to accept circa eight to ten thousand tonnes of Ash from the Indaver waste to energy facility in County Meath in 2011.
It was outlined to members that the receipt of such waste which has a zero Biodegradable Municipal Waste (BMW) content will assist the Council in meeting the conditions of the E.P.A. License and will be subject to that agencies approval.
