Minutes
The minutes of the March monthly meeting were approved on the proposal of Cllr F Malone and seconded by Cllr L Hatrick.

MINUTE 26/04
Housing Report
Members noted the Housing Report included with the agenda and welcomed Mr Patsy Fitzsimons, Senior Executive Officer to the meeting to deal with matters arising from the report.  During a lengthy discussion on the issue the following matters were discussed.
· In response to a query from Cllr L Hatrick, Mr Fitzsimons confirmed that in relation to Part Five a builder/developer could make cash contribution in lieu of land but as the cash goes into capital funds it is of no advantage to the Council and therefore land or houses would be preferable.
· In relation to a query from Cllr F Malone, Mr Fitzsimons confirmed that there had been a major boost in funds for disabled person grants last December ( approx €780,000). He explained that the Council put up one third of the money and the Department put up two thirds and therefore the Department control how much we spend, regardless of how much money we actually have.
· In relation to a query from Cathaoirleach, Mr Fitzsimons explained that a person who bought a house through affordable housing and sells it within 20 years, the Council get a claw back considering the price the house was bought for and the market price at time of sale.

· In relation to a query from Cllr F Malone, Mr Fitzsimons confirmed that special funding had been secured from Capital funding by the Department to carry out improvement works on Old Persons Dwellings owned by the Council and the work would start in a week in De La Salle Crescent.

MINUTE 27/04
Notice of motion from Cllr L Hatrick

 “That the Traffic Wardens be empowered by Ardee Town Council to prosecute the owners of vehicles who do not adhere to the law on the Yellow-lined Boxes placed at Junctions to increase the free flow of traffic in the town, and also that these Traffic Wardens be empowered to act in their capacity as Litter Wardens.
Members noted the response included on the agenda and in the course of discussion it was agreed to wait and see if the Minister increases the power of the traffic wardens.
Notice of motion from Cllr F Malone
“At our last meeting with the Roads Engineers we were informed that they were drawing up plans for Stoneylane/Sliabh Breagh area for traffic calming measures.  Has the funding become available as the speed of traffic flowing through the estate onto Stoneylane is of great concern to the residents.”
The Members noted the response included on the agenda and in the course of discussion it was agreed that clarification was needed on the issue of ramps in the area.
 “Ardee Town Council has been to the fore in its efforts to close down Sellafield.  I propose that we support the EU Report on the discrepancy of Storage at Sellafield”.

The Members noted the response included on the agenda and whilst Cllr J Gavin raised the issue of Fianna Fail and incineration the matter was ruled out of order by the Cathaoirleach on the basis that it was not on the agenda.
