Ardee Library
Mr Joe McGuinness, Director of Services, attended the meeting to discuss the extended opening hours and the extended facilities of the Ardee Library and address any issues/concerns raised by the members.
MINUTE 89/04
Notice of Motion from Cllr J Tenanty
“That Ardee Town Council, mindful of the near collapse of migratory spawning salmon to our rivers in the East of Ireland, caused mainly by drift net fishing at sea, is calling on the Minister for Communications, Marine and Natural Resources to institute a system of buy-out of such licenses, in the interest of protecting the wild salmon species from extinction.”  
The members were unanimous in their decision to write to the Minister of Communications, Marine and Natural Resources, Mr Noel Dempsey to review the system of renewal of licences for drift net fishing.  The members also agreed to write to all Local Authorities asking them to support this motion.

N33 Junction

Signs
