MINUTE 63/04
Minutes

The minutes of the July monthly meeting were approved on the proposal of Cllr J Tenanty and seconded by Cllr F Malone.

MINUTE 64/04
Matters Arising
It was agreed to amend the minute 60/04 of meeting held on July 9th to note that Cllr Finnan McCoy proposed and Cllr N Carberry seconded that signs be erected stating no-one over the age of 14 was allowed to use the amenities. 

MINUTE 65/04
Beslan Siege
On the proposal of Cllr F Malone the members unanimously agreed to have a minutes silence for the victims and families of the Beslan siege.  It was also agreed to put a book of condolences into the Library.

MINUTE 66/04
Fairgreen
Cllr Finnan McCoy welcomed correspondence from Mr Paul Gallagher, Senior Executive Engineer regarding money obtained from Louth Leader to put in place a 2m wide Circulatory walkway around the entire green and to also put in public lighting along the walkway and playground.   The money obtained amounted to €50,000, €25,000 from Louth Leader, €22,500 from Louth County Council and €2,500 from Ardee Tidy Towns.  The members were unanimous in their agreement for the proposed works.

MINUTE 67/04
College Park
Cllr J Tenanty advised the members about the plans for upgrading College Park.  

MINUTE 68/04
SPC
On the proposal of Cllr F Malone and seconded by Cllr N Carberry, Cllr J Tenanty was nominated to represent Ardee Town Council on an SPC  in accordance with Louth County Council SPC scheme when approved.

MINUTE 69/04
Notice of Motion from Cllr F Malone

Public Toilets:  “That in the interest of health and safety of the general public that Louth County council be request to provide either temporary or permanent toilets without any further delay”.
The members noted the response on the agenda and  agreed unanimously that if works on the public toilets had not started by Friday the 10th of September an emergency meeting was to be called on the following Tuesday.

Notice of Motion from Cllr F Malone
Bridge Street:“That Louth County Council has an opportunity to check the security of the bridge at Bridge Street when it is resurfacing the street.  Some months ago, the Town Council put down a motion requesting the County Engineer to survey the bridge as it was never meant for today’s traffic.
The members noted the response on the agenda.

Notice of Motion from Cllr F Malone
Speed Limits:  “I propose that we request a meeting with the new Superintendent and the Sergeant.  These meetings were very beneficial in the past for both bodies.  The change of speed limits to kilometers on the 1st of January gives the Town Council an opportunity to discuss the introduction of speed limits in other areas where necessary.  

The members noted the response on the agenda and after much discussion it was agreed to arrange a meeting with the Superintendent.  It was proposed by Cllr J Tenanty and seconded by Cllr Finnan McCoy to have the meeting on the same date that the Superintendent was meeting with the off-licences in town.
MINUTE 70/04
Old Church, John Street
After much discussion the members were in agreement that a letter be written to the planning office asking that the planning conditions regarding signs be adhered to on this property as the original plaque on the church was covered by new signs.
MINUTE 71/04

Hale Street, Ardee

Members noted with concern the ongoing problems on having the development on Hale Street completed. It was agreed on the proposal of  Cllr F Malone and seconded by Cllr Finnan McCoy to write to the Minister of the Environment and Local Government suggesting that current planning legislation be amended to prevent developers from obtaining planning permission for new developments until existing works have been finished to planning regulations.
MINUTE 72/04
Lidl
On the proposal of Cllr Finnan McCoy and seconded by Cllr J Gavin the members agreed to write to Mr Paul Lanney asking him to reconsider his objections to the proposed development by Lidl at Mullameelan.  The members also agreed unanimously to write to Ardee Chamber of Commerce and An Bord Pleanála confirming that Ardee Town Council fully supported the proposed development by Lidl at Mullameelan.   The letter for An Bord Pleanála was to be given in person by Cllr Finnan McCoy and Cllr Tommy Reilly along with the petition of 6,000 signatures from the people of Ardee and surrounding areas supporting the development.
