MINUTE 44/06
Proposed Development at Fairgreen
Whilst the members welcomed the proposed development at the Fairgreen between Louth County Council, the Office of Public Works and the Court Services, they were unanimous in their regret that the original design for the proposed development did not include a Council Chamber for Ardee.

Amidst much discussion, Mr Joe McGuinness, Director of Services put forward a revised design by Van Dijk Architects.  The revised design showed a council chamber, (previously a smaller meeting room).  The members agreed that if this room was designated to Ardee Town Council, it could also be used by the Office of Public Works and Louth County Council when not in use by themselves.
After much discussion with Mr Joe McGuinness, Director of Services, regarding the fact that Ardee Town Council own part of the land required by Louth County Council for this proposed development, the members agreed to seek legal representation regarding their interest.
The members informed Mr Joe McGuinness, Director of Services that the relevant personnel could go forward with their plans in the interim.

MINUTE 45/06

Publication
Cathaoirleach Padraig McKenny informed the members that he had received a quotation from printers for the editing and published of a book completed by Mr Stephen McGivern on the history of Ardee.  Mr Joe McGuinness, Director of Services spoke about a publication fund that would be available from Louth County Council  in 2007 but informed the members that if they did not want to wait until then Louth County Council would make a contribution to the publication.
