MINUTE 49/07

Disposal of Lands at Fairgreen, Ardee
Mr. Con Murray, County Manager, spoke to Councillors of the importance of the project being carried out at the Fairgreen, Ardee.  Mr. Murray outlined his understanding of the situation as follows:
1. The need for an appropriate meeting place for Ardee Town Council.
2. A desire of Ardee Town Council not to loose land assets.
Mr. Murray’s advised Councillors that a land revoke cannot be done and that the head quarters for Ardee Town Council will be the Civic Centre for a long time to come.  Mr. Murray read out legal advise to Councillors which can be circulated if required.  Mr. Murray advised that in order to proceed with the project Ardee Town Council would need to pass an unconditional S183.

After lengthy discussions Councillors expressed their dissatisfaction that Ardee Town Council cannot protect their assets but decided to move forward with reservations.  
Cllr. Padraig McKenny proposed Section 183 be passed with no conditions, the motion was seconded by Cllr. Seamus Gaffney.

· Boat Trench – Cllr. Jim Tenanty proposed to create a cul de sac at Boat Trench.  A discussion followed at which it was said a public consultation period would be available allowing an opportunity to submit suggestions/objections.
· Christmas Decorations – Cllr. Jim Tenanty advised of a meeting taking place on Tuesday 16th October 2007 to discuss Christmas decorations in Ardee Town which will be attended by local traders.  Cllr. Tenanty suggested a committee be formed at this meeting to look after Christmas decorations and asked that as many Councillors as possible attend.  Town Clerk advised that €3,000 was allocated from the 2007 budget to Christmas decorations
· Speed Limit Signs – Cllr. Padraig McKenny would like Ardee Town Council to write to the Roads Office, Louth County Council to have the speed limit signs extended to the town boundary at Riverstown Cross.
· Boy Racers – Cllr. Padraig McKenny and Cllr. Niall Carberry spoke of incidents they witnessed when young drivers were driving dangerously in Ardee.  Cllr. Carberry proposed a special meeting with Gardai to discuss this issue, seconded by Cllr. Padraig McKenny.
