Any Other Business

· Planning – Cllr. Tom Minogue asked Cllr. Finnan McCoy to bring a planning matter through the correct channels and advised that it was not a matter to be discussed by Ardee Town Council.
· Signage at Ashwalk – Cllr. Jim Tenanty asked that signage at Ashwalk be made more visible.  Paul Gallagher will look into this matter.  Cllr. Finnan McCoy asked if the same could be done with the 50km signage at Tallanstown.
· Traffic Calming Measures – Cllr. Fintan Malone asked Mr. Gallagher if a traffic calming review would be carried out at Stoneylane when the new footpath were complete.  Mr. Gallagher advised Cllr. Malone that the average speed currently in this area is 51km per hour which is within speed limits.  Cllr. Malone asked if there could be a review of traffic islands in the area.  Mr. Gallagher advised that the majority of motorists are keeping to the speed limits.
· Access Difficulties at Clonmore – Cllr. Malone highlighted access difficulties at Clonmore and requested parking bays.  Joan Martin advised that this was a private housing estate and legal ownership would need to be checked.  Paul Gallagher spoke of the need for sight lines.
· Records & Recollections of Ardee – Cllr. Padraig McKenny reminded members of a book which was published last year, ‘Records & Recollections of Ardee’ and said that this book would make an excellent Christmas present.
Clonmore – Cllr. Seamus Gaffney acknowledged that retention had been granted for the Clonmore development and asked Joan Martin to advise members when the conditions outlined were met.
· Public Lighting – Cllr. Finnan McCoy highlighted that 3 lights are not working in Clonmore..
· Castleguard Rd/N33 Junction – Cllr. Fionnan McCoy sought an update on a review of the Castleguard Rd./N33 junction.  Joan Martin agreed to raise the issue with Senior Engineers in Roads.  Members highlighted the dangers of this junction.  Paul Gallagher agreed to look into the matter.
