Footpath – Cllr Malone is to confirm the location of  disabled access problems on footpaths in Jervis Street.
Pay Parking – Cllr McCoy proposed an increase in parking fees to 50c per hour and the introduction of free parking on Saturdays, seconded Cllr Minogue.  A discussion followed and on request from Cllr McGeough, Cllr McCoy withdrew his proposal.  Joe McGuinness will review Pay Parking in 2011.
