Material Contravention of Development Plan

Mr. T. Savage, Acting Senior Executive Planner made a presentation to the meeting in respect of the proposed Material Contravention of the Development Plan in respect of Planning Ref: 03/281 – Drogheda Leisure Facilities Ltd.  A copy of the Planning Report was also circulated to the Members. 
Mr. Savage outlined details of the planning application, objections received, further information request, response to further information, clarification of further information and proposed conditions.

Each of the Members contributed to a debate on the planning application and the following points were raised and noted:

· Swimming Pool will proceed regardless of decision on Planning Application.

· Successful facilities in existence elsewhere with no alcohol license.

· Strict code of practice should be observed in dealing with material contravention applications.

· Clarification sought on use of bar and restaurant.

· Clarification sought on closing time of licensed restaurant.

· Clarification sought on use of conference center.

· Financial implication for swimming pool if planning permission is not granted for proposed development.

· Development will give employment and an estimated 50 new jobs will be created.

· Rejection of proposal will send out the wrong signal to private investors.

· Bar and function room have been omitted from development.

· Gaming Machines have also been omitted from development.

· Alcohol will now only be served in restaurant.

· Many positive aspects to development including crèche, medical center, 5-A-Side Football pitches, snooker facilities, amusements, children’s area and bowling.

· Leisure Facilities are badly needed for the town.

· Swimming Pool should be complimented by other leisure facilities.

· Proposed development is more commercial in nature than leisure oriented.

· Complaints by a number of Members that Planning Report was only circulated during course of the meeting.

· Legitimate concerns by residents regarding alcohol licence.

· Concerns raised by residents do not relate solely to bar facilities.

Finally, on the proposal of the Mayor Councillor G. Nash, the Members agreed to defer further consideration on this matter until Special Meeting to be held on Monday 12th July 2004.
