Suspension of Standing Orders.
On the proposal of Councillor D. Wilton, seconded by Councillor M. Coogan, it was agreed by the Members that Standing Orders be suspended to consider Notice of Motion submitted by Councillor D. Wilton.  
“That this Council reverse the decision made by this Council on the paid parking layout on the Cord Road and review the situation as the residents would prefer a one way system which would allow parking on both sides of their street, and as a local Councillor I would ask that Oulster Lane, Sandyford Tce and Thomas Street be included in this plan”
Reply:  Following the public advertisement of the proposals to amend the Parking Control Bye-Laws 2003 and having considered representations and submissions made, the on-street car parking proposals were recommended for approval and were approved by the Members at the June meeting of the Council.   The placing of infrastructure for the implementation of the on-street car parking is currently being implemented.   At the June meeting, the Members were advised if, upon implementation of the proposals, adjustments are deemed to be necessary, such adjustments would be accommodated.   The suggested one way system for vehicular traffic on Chord Road would be a major traffic management proposal with significant impacts on the surrounding areas.   Such a proposal would require a detailed study of traffic flows, junction capacities and the impact on residential roads in the area.

Following a lengthy discussion on this matter, the Members agreed to defer the implementation of the proposals on the Cord Road pending further review by the Borough Council.
