Suspension of Standing Orders

Suspension of Standing Orders was proposed by Councillor P. Bell, seconded by Councillor M. Coogan and agreed by the Members to discuss the emergency Notice of Motion submitted by Councillor Bell as follows:

“That this Council take necessary steps to stop Government from implementing the state budgetary position in the area of education and that special effort be made for schools in designated RAPID areas such as Rathmullen where St. John’s School is faced with the loss of 4 support teachers for the next school year and will not be permitted to recruit stand-in school teachers for colleagues absent due to illnesses.   The result of these decisions will place disadvantaged children at an even greater disadvantage and the social risk associated with poor education provision”

Following a discussion on the matter by the Members, it was agreed that the Motion would be forwarded to the Minister for Education.
