Suspension of Standing Orders.
Councillor T. Byrne proposed a Suspension of Standing Orders to discuss the following Notice of Motion:

“That Drogheda Borough Council de-zone lands at United Park from its current residential status to sport and recreation unless Drogheda United withdraw its current planning application which includes pedestrian access through Anneville Crescent”.

The proposal was seconded by Councillor K. O’Heiligh.

The Mayor, Councillor A. Donohoe, stated that it was his view that the Members could not discuss this Notice of Motion as there was a live planning application going through the statutory process at present.   

Mr. D. Foley, Town Clerk, confirmed this position and strongly advised the Members against any discussion on the Notice of Motion or the planning application.   He indicated that it was open to the Members and other interested parties to make submissions or observations on the planning application which would be taken into consideration when the application is being determined.   

On the basis of the above, the Members agreed not to consider the matter any further.

Pay and Display Parking
Mr. D. Agnew, Borough Engineer, circulated details of the proposed locations for the extension of Pay and Display Parking throughout the town.   The Members considered the proposals in detail and the following points were made during a discussion on the matter:

· It was agreed to clarify at the March monthly meeting if residents only parking can be permitted in certain streets

· The Town Clerk indicated that a survey will be carried out over the next couple of months on all approach roads to identify if further long stay car parking can be made available

· It was agreed to invite submissions re long stay car parking as part of the public display process on the Pay and Display proposals

· It was agreed to clarify if parking permits for old age pensioners could be extended from a yearly basis to a longer duration

Further queries raised by the Members were responded to by the Borough Engineer and Mr. D. Messayeh, Acting Senior Executive Engineer.   It was also agreed to examine in more detail other proposals put forward for consideration.
