The Meeting commenced with prayers

Councillor Seamus Keelan proposed a vote of congratulations to the St. Pats Tug of War Team who won three gold medals at the World Championiships in Killarney.  He stated that this team achieved success over the years and contains members both from Dundalk and across the border.  He proposed that at the next Newry/Dundalk meeting there should be a Civic Reception to mark this achievement.  This was seconded by Councillor Martin Bellew.
Councillor Martin Bellew expressed a vote of congratulations to Aura Leisure Management Limited, operators of Dundalk Swimming Pool and Leisure Centre, for winning two national awards at the O2 Ability Awards.  This vote was seconded by Councillor Seamus Keelan.

Councillor Mark Dearey referred to minute number 42/06 and asked if the following statement could be added to the minutes; “Mr. Murray stated that the routing of the pipe through the estuary would require an Environmental Impact Statement”.
Councillor Martin Bellew expressed a vote of sympathy to Mr. Bunny McGee, School Warden,  on the death of his sister.  This was seconded by Councillor Seamus Keelan.
Councillor Mark Dearey expressed best wishes to Mr. Barry McKinney, Theatre Manager, who recently broke his leg.  This was seconded by Councillor Martin Bellew.

Depuatation from langfield residents association
_______________________________________________________________________

The Chairman Martin Bellew welcomed the deputation and asked that they introduce themselves to the group.  
Mr. Patrick Dearey, Langfield Residents Association introduced Mr. Gerard Ward, Mr. Neill Knight and Ms. Paulette Fitzpatrick to the group.

Mr. Dearey expressed the groups concerns at the proposed right of way to the Dublin Road at the estate and how they have received no information of this entrance to the new Council estate.  His main concern is Health & Safety if this right of way is to go ahead.  Mr. Dearey stated that what they are looking for is clarity on where the road and entrance to the new housing estate is proposed.

Mr. Ward spoke to the Council regarding the Health & Safety issue and stated how Langfield was a private estate with a large number of families and young children.  He stated that if this entrance is opened then an extra 110 families will be using their estate to access the new Council estate and therefore health & safety of the families of Langfield will be at risk.  He added that the main exit point of the new estate would be the Mullaharlin Road which at the moment cannot handle the amount of traffic which it currently holds, never mind when the new 110 houses are completed.  Mr. Ward added that he cannot see why this Council estate will need two entry points and cannot think of another estate in Dundalk who would have two entry points.  He concluded by stating that Safety is the main issue and they would like this new road not to go ahead.

Ms. Fitzpatrick then spoke to the Council and handed around photographs of the view of the exit onto the Dublin Road and stated that residents exiting this exit cannot see oncoming cars.  The photographs also included evidence of fires and a wall which has not been completed between Langfield and the new estate.  Ms. Fitzpatrick outlined to the Council that there is an issue with the heights of the new Council estate houses which are intruding on Langfield residents privacy.  She also added that a wall was knocked over by a Council worker which as yet has to be repaired and that the contractors are lighting fires and burning building materials.  Ms. Fitzpatrick also passed a map of the estate around the Councillors for their information.
Mr. Ward told the Council that Langfield are using the same exit on the Dublin Road along with the other private estate, and at the moment this junction cannot handle the amount of traffic.
Ms. Fitzpatrick then added that the footpaths are also not completed on the Council road and anybody walking must go up around the Student Accommodation to get out on to the road.  This is highly dangerous as there are cars parked on both sides of the road.  Another issue which was raised was the number of accidents on the Dublin Road and also there is a solid white line prohibiting traffic turning right.
The Chairman Martin Bellew stated that this concluded the deputation and asked for questions from the members.
Councillor Kevin Meenan asked the deputation when they became aware that there was a through road?  Ms. Fitzpatrick told the members that when she bought her house she was told that this estate was totally private, however, the builders informed her that he opening was to be left opened.  In September/October 2005 the Council then stated that this wall was to be left open.  Mr. Dearey added that the residents have been left in the dark as they have never been told of what was going to happen.   Ms. Fitzpatrick then stated that when the planning notification went into the paper she went into the planning section to enquire why there was no notice on their site as they would have objected to this application.

Councillor Mary Grehan asked how many houses are in Langfield as there is going to be an additional 110 Council houses?  The deputation told the Council that there were 48 houses in Langfield with a further 48 student apartments.   There is going to be future development on the hospital site.

Councillor Jim Ryan asked the deputation about the through route from the hospital site and was informed by Mr. Knight that the only access onto the Dublin road for the proposed route for future developments is their access.

Councillor Mary Grehan asked was there any reason or explanation to why the new estate could not be exiting solely onto the Mullaharlin Road?  The deputation told her that to their knowledge there was no reason why this exit cannot be used and that there is actually an exit onto that road presently.

Councillor Seamus Keelan reverted to the suggestion that the Council houses were too high and asked the deputation if there were any other issues which needed to be prioritised?  Mr. Dearey stated that the hollow block wall which is being used as a retaining wall has a lot of pressure put on it from the soil, this seems inadequate for health & safety reasons.

Councillor Kevin Meenan suggested that the Council get a list of questions from the residents to which Councillor Seamus Keelan added that the Council were not going to accommodate all the questions and that he was just asking which issues they would prioritise.  
Mr. Dearey finished off by asking the Council if the estate was going to be private and if the wall was going to be closed off?

The Chairman Martin Bellew thanked the deputation and stated that they would be kept informed of any developments within the coming weeks.  He then invited questions from the Council members.

Councillor Jim Ryan stated that he would like to hear the opinions from the Planning section in regard to the burning of rubbish and pallets, was this followed up and was it against the laws?

Councillor Mark Dearey stated that would like to hear opinions on the no right turn onto the Dublin Road.

Councillor Seamus Keelan asked why the new estate will need two entrances and was the Mullaharlin Road inadequate for the number of houses and also could the Council look at the hollow block wall? 

The Town Engineer, Ms. Catherine Duff told the members that Mr. John Lamont, Executive Engineer, had prepared a report on the junction and as far as he was concerned there was no engineering difficulties regarding this junction.   Ms. Duff also added that at the time of planning the Mullaharlin junction was the most inadequate junction and to relieve the traffic at this junction the entrance to the Dublin Road was opened.  Ms. Duff undertook to follow up the question of burning rubbish at this new estate.
Councillor Seamus Keelan asked if it was possible if we could try to get the majority of the new traffic to use the Mullaharlin Road junction to which the Town Engineer stated that the Mullaharlin Road junction is more restrictive than the Dublin Road junction and that the sight lines are inadequate.  However, she undertook to look at traffic calming measures.
Councillor Kevin Meenan stated that he did not think that the Dublin Road junction was a safe junction and the residents were duped by the Estate Agents.  They have a case for Road Safety Measures and as a matter of urgency the junction will have to be looked at before a major accident occurs.

Councillor Mary Grehan advised that the members had been informed that the most difficult junction in town was the Hospital junction which is only yards away from the junction in question.  The Town Engineer stated that there will be traffic calming measures being erected on the Dublin Road with cycle lanes being provided which should held curb speeding traffic.  A report on site lines by Mr. John Lamont, Executive Engineer, was circulated.

Councillor Jim D’Arcy stated that the Council had two issues to look at:

· The Mullaharlin Road junction is inadequate to serve 260/270 houses 

· Is the road structure capable of supporting this development and how can the extra traffic be controlled?

Councillor Noel Lennon stated that he shared the views of the other Councillors in relation to road safety and that every precaution must be taken.
Councillor Mary Grehan asked when was this issue going to be looked at to which Mr. Frank Pentony, Town Clerk, stated that a report would be available for the Planning Meeting.

HOUSING REPORT
Councillor Kevin Meenan referred to the development at Glenwood and that he had a number of residents enquiring about securing the site better and what is the timescale for the development to take place?  Mr. Jim Byrne, Administrative Officer, stated that he had met with the Department Officials last week to seek approval to proceed to Part VIII on revised proposals.  At the present time he couldn’t give a specific time scale.   The Town Clerk, Mr. Frank Pentony, stated that he would look at securing the site in the near future.

Councillor Seamus Keelan stated how work had commenced on the 138 houses on the Armagh Road and has concerns in relation to the new drainage system to service the lands and the private development along the road.  Councillor Keelan stated that he was told at the Estimates meeting that work was to be started in Spring 2005 and would like clarification to this issue.  The Town Engineer, Catherine Duff stated that the contract was not signed as the Contractors Health & Safety information was not submitted as yet and that the matter of the wayleave was being pursued  separately.

NOTICE OF MOTION (No.14) – COUNCILLOR KEVIN MEENAN 

“That this Council states their policy on Stamp 4 housing applications in relation to non-nationals and circulate this to all Councillors”

Answer: Non Nationals who come to Ireland are processed by the Department of Justice. Some who wish to come for study purposes or work purposes obtain the necessary official stamp. Those Non Nationals who wish to live in Ireland apply for a Right of Residency and have to obtain a Stamp 4 from the Department of Justice.  When they receive this Stamp 4 they are entitled to go on the housing list.  They cannot be included on the housing list of any local authority until they receive the Stamp 4 (Right of Residency)

Councillor Kevin Meenan stated he was happy with the reply given.  
He asked Mr. Jim Byrne, Administrative Officer if a woman came to the housing office with two children who had their Stamp 4 and then her partner arrived over in Ireland three years later, would they be treated as a group or as individual cases?  Mr. Byrne confirmed that once the applicant had a Stamp 4 then they are to be considered for housing and would not be penalised for her partner not having his Stamp 4.

REPORT ON ANTI SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR
Councillor Ian Dooley welcomed this report and stated while he thought that 28 cases was high he would guarantee that there was a lot more unreported cases.  He asked what was the timescale for the next review?  Mr. Jim Byrne, Administrative Officer stated that it depended on each case i.e. if it was noise pollution and did not reoccur but if it was reported again then it would be dealt with differently the second time.

Councillor Dooley referred to the last paragraph of the report and sought clarification to what was open to those who wished to complain?  Mr. Jim Byrne, Administrative Officer, stated that quite often the complaints are vague but there are two Tenant Liaison Officers in place who hold clinics which the public can access.  If there is a problem, the public can also come into the Town Hall and be given advice or be referred to another agency.  Councillor Dooley stated that it was very important that all complaints are registered with Mr. Byrne agreeing with him by adding that the complaint may be minor but may be important information in a major issue.
Councillor Noel Lennon welcomed the circulation of the report by adding that the statistic of six cases being resolved was very encouraging.  He asked if Mr. Jim Byrne thought that this process was working well?  Mr. Byrne stated that he did think the process was working well but added that there are a number of serious issues and he is hoping to tackle soon. However, he is confident that the process is working well and is successful in dealing with the cases.
Councillor Kevin Meenan was glad to see the report on the agenda and that this process would be a learning curve over the next number of years.

Councillor Mary Grehan added that it was great that there were a number complaints coming forward but unfortunately there are a lot of complaints which are not being reported.  As the public are afraid about coming forward and the Council need to find a way to get these people to come forward who wish to remain anonymous.
Mr. Jim Byrne, Administrative Officer stated that he encourages those to come forward in confidence.  Adding that every complaint builds a bigger picture.

Councillor Geraldine Murphy told the Council that she has found that working with Mr. Michael Campbell, Tenant Liaison Officer, very assuring in relation to anominity.  She also added that the older generation of our society found that working with the Tenant Liaison Officers very effective.

Councillor Mary Grehan also found that young families were also intimated.

The Chairman, Martin Bellew stated that he was delighted that this report had been given to the members and gave credit to the two Tenant Liaison Officers who were doing a great job.  He stated that people are starting to complain since the Tenant Liaison Officers put together this structure through the direction of Mr. Jim Byrne, Administrative Officer.  This has left people feeling that they are safer and that something is finally being done.  There is a vote of confidence in Dundalk Town Council.  Councillor Bellew added that he hoped that this was the first of 3 monthly reports and it is very important that progress is documented.
Councillor Mark Dearey asked Mr. Jim Byrne, Administrative Officer, if he was happy that if the problem cannot be solved by Dundalk Town Council that it will be dealt with by another agency?  Mr. Byrne replied by stating that there is co-operation and when assistance is required they are receiving it from other Agencies.
Councillor Seamus Keelan welcomed the report and added that the Tenant Liaison Officers play a vital role in Anti Social Behaviour and that it is important that persistent offenders are ruled out.  He asked if it was the same people who were re-offending?  Mr. Byrne, Administrative Officer, stated that some names do keep cropping up.  However, the Council do know of their activities which is why it is vital that all information is brought to the Councils attention.

Mr. Gerry Duffy and Mr. Terry Savage were introduced.
Mr. Gerry Duffy outlined to the members that there was two managers reports circulated within their agendas for their attention: 

· Dundalk South West Local Area Plan 

· Number of Variations of Dundalk & Environ Development Plan, which are necessary to bring the Local Authority into line with the Dundalk & Environs Development Plan.  These may be minor in nature but the plan would be of major benefit.  

Mr. Duffy went on to explain that there was a number of submissions that would require zoning change in the Local Development Plan, but that the process to change would be a separate process.  Louth County Council decided to remove the phasing of the Local Development Plan and if Dundalk Town Council also removed the phasing they could eliminate the need for the Local Area Plan.  He stated that he believed that there was a need to bring forward some of Phase 3 phasing to Phase 2.
Councillor Mary Grehan, referring the decision of Louth County Council, asked what would happen if the Town Council agreed to change the phasing?  Mr. Duffy stated that it was very important that both Councils are working off the same plan and make the same decision.  If both decisions are different then the plan will have to be brought to Louth County Council Members again to seek an overturn in their decision.  Councillor Grehan again asked what would happen if both Councils could not agree to which Mr. Duffy stated that the South West Local Area Plan cannot proceed if both Councils do not agree.

Councillor Jim D’Arcy told the members that there was nothing they could do about the zoning as the plan would not allow it.  Cllr. D’Arcy stated that he recognised the Gaels were going to go for a development which was within the limits of the plan, he also added that the Council should do everything to help the Gaels with their developments.
It was proposed by Councillor Jim D’Arcy and seconded by Councillor Mary Grehan to adopt the County Managers Recommendation.

Mr. Gerry Duffy then told the members that there was three submissions were made in relation to the phasing.  He told the Council that the yellow areas are phase one which are areas closest to the town.  The phasing of this development is designed to facilitate essential infrastructure to be prioritised relating the entire development.

Phase 2 is shown by the Pink Area with Phase 3 being highlighted by the Purple area.  Phase 3 shows area which is outside of the South West Drainage Catchment Area.  Mr. Duffy stated that he was hopeful that the Council would review this decision.  Phase 1 is to deliver four thousand houses, however all three phases cannot run simultaneously as the populations of Dundalk would grow very rapidly.  He proposed a revised Phasing agreement, whereby, if 70% of one phase was completed, the next phase could be allowed to start.  Mr. Duffy then told the Council that he was worried about pockets of unrelated development in the area.
Mr. Duffy stated that it was important that the area to the south was to be developed for a different reason and that this area should be brought into the development plan as soon as possible as some residential area could be permitted.

A handout on Funding & Delivery was circulated to all members and Mr. Duffy explained that they are actively pursuing the question of additional public funding which hopefully will develop into a cocktail of funding shared equally.

The Managers Recommendations on Submissions 16, 19, 20 & 21 was proposed by Councillor Eamonn O’Boyle and seconded by Councillor Mark Dearey.
Councillor Seamus Keelan asked Mr. Gerry Duffy about the timescale of the phases where Mr. Duffy replied that it was a difficult question as phase one will attract 10,000 people which will set the quidelines for subsequent developments.  The question of how the market will attract interest will set the timescale for the developments.  Councillor Keelan then asked Mr. Duffy what the expected population for the entire area would be?  Mr. Duffy answered by stating that the guidelines are contained within the National Spatial Strategy and the target population by 2020 would be 60,000.  the population of Dundalk at the moment is 28,000  which would hopefully double by 2020.

Councillor Mark Dearey stated that it would be important that this plan would not be unpicked by landowners, it is sustainable development and is providing a working framework for the benefit of the town.  If we begin to unphase the plan we would be undoing the work which has already been done on the ground.  Cllr. Dearey stated that it was very important that both the County and the Town Councils work together and if the Carnbeg Development goes through it will diffuse the plan.  He concluded by stating that he was dismayed at the County Council decision and the Town Council should reverse their decision tonight.  Cllr Dearey asked Mr. Gerry Duffy when the South West Corner is developed would it be drained separately or was it going to be pumped over the top? Also he asked if there was a 70% completion would the other 30% be left out i.e. amenity development or would Masterplanning ensure that it will be across the board?  Mr. Duffy answered by stating that the area outside the catchement area would be drained southwards and be part of the drainage system, it would be designed to facilitate different loadings.  He also stated that the 70% would incorporate social, community and residential development but masterplanning will be used to ensure delivery.
Councillor Jim Ryan stated that the Town Council faced a dilemma here after the strong vote of rejections by the County Council.  He added that most members already had their mind made up  and that a clear explanation had not been given. The problem the Council faced now was whether or not to go against the decision given by the County Council.  The Chairman Martin Bellew stated that Dundalk Town Council was an independent authority.
Councillor Jim Ryan asked Mr. Gerry Duffy how the money was to be paid back to the developers?  Mr. Duffy answered by stating that the level of expertise was building up in relation to Public Private Partnership, to which the Council would go into a legal agreement with the developer.

Councilllor Jim D’Arcy stated that the proposal shows more flexibility and that masterplanning would get things going quicker.  Councillor D’Arcy stated that he felt that the proposals made here tonight are reasonable, if the process does not get going then it will remain undercharged.  Councillor D’Arcy praised the planners who have presented the plan in excellent clarity.

Councillor Seamus Keelan asked whether or not there was a time when the Council can review this plan in relation to other stages and phases?  Mr. Duffy stated that the phasing can be reviewed at any stage.

It was proposed by Councillor Noel Lennon that the standing orders be suspended to 10.15pm for the purpose of this meeting and seconded by Councillor Eamonn O’Boyle.
