 MATTER ARISING FROM MINUTES
Councillor Seamus Keelan referring to minute 382/07 of the monthly meeting enquired if an invitation had been extended to the developer to attend the council meeting.  The Chairman, Councillor Jim D’Arcy advised that he hoped to have a response from the developer for the next meeting.

Councillor Martin Bellew, referring to minute 374/07 of the monthly meeting in relation to the regeneration scheme pointed out that the minute incorrectly read “Mr Jim Byrne confirmed that the Council would try to accommodate old age pensionsers”, when in fact Mr Byrne had said “would accommodate old age pensioners”.  Jim Byrne agreed that the latter was what he had said.

Councillor Jim Ryan referring to minute 384/07 of the monthly meeting which was a notice of question from Councillor Geraldine Murphy in relation to Ashling Community Park, pointed out that four mature trees in the park positioned within six metres of each other had recently been snapped off at the supports.  He added that he had been informed that the gates to the park could be opened easily.  The Town Engineer, Catherine Duff, agreed to check this matter out.

Councillor Mark Deary, referring to minute 383/07 of the monthly meeting in relation to the list of protected trees in the area, asked that the Town Engineer give consideration to the completion of the study of the trees, ie. the completion of tagging and formal protection under the Planning & Development Act 2000.  The Town Engineer, Catherine Duff replied that the study was not completed yet.  She informed the members that the new Parks Superintendent had commenced employment this week and he would address outstanding issues in due course.

On the proposal of Councillor Martin Bellew and seconded by Councillor Jim D’Arcy, a vote of congratulations was extended to all those working on the parks team for their excellent work in the upkeep of the park.

Councillor Jim Ryan pointed out that the area known as Pigeon Hill Clump needs urgent attention, the grass needs to be cut and the area generally maintained.  The Town Engineer agreed to examine the matter.

Councillor Mary Grehan referring also to minute 383/07 in relation to the protection of trees, asked that the list of protected trees outlined in the development plan be circulated to all members.  The Town Engineer, on that point, advised the members that while the trees listed have the protection of the Development Plan, they also require the protection of a Tree Preservation Order.  Councillor Market Dearey reminded the members that he highlighted this issue at an earlier meeting and proposed that the list be included on the Councils website.

Councillor Eamonn O’Boyle highlighted the need for the briars and trees overhanging Mount Avenue to be cut.

Councillor Seamus Byrne, referring to minute 373/07 of the monthy meeting, a Section 6 Resolution for Cluid Housing Association at Lis na Dara, Carrick Road, Dundalk, pointed out that the figure for the loan from the Housing Finance Agency had been omitted.  Jim Byrne reminded the members that the figure was €6,052,492.  This was noted and agreed.
Councillor Mark Dearey enquired when the tenders for Market Square would be opened and if a councillor could be present.  The Town Clerk replied that it would not be possible for Councillors to be present at this stage as the tenders have to be assessed for completeness.

HOUSING PROGRESS REPORT
Councillor Seamus Keelan referring to the private development at Lisdoo pointed out that the drainage system has not been linked in yet.  
Referring to the O’Hagan Contract he enquired if a problem existed as the reinstatement of Riverside Crescent and the Newry Road had not been finalised and the housing on the left hand side of the Armagh road had not been linked to the scheme. The Town Engineer replied that she was not  aware of any problems, but agreed to investigate the matter.

Councillor Keelan also added that there was a rumour of the Council  purchasing an entire  Housing Scheme for social housing .  Jim Byrne replied that the Council had been approached in relation to a number of developments but will not be buying any further houses under Part V at present.  He added that this may change in the future.
