Building no 1 comprises 16 no units (7 no 1 bed; 8 no 2 bed; 1 no 3 bed) Building 2 comprises 16 no units (7 no 1 bed; 8 no 2 bed; 1 no 3 bed) Building 4 comprises 8 no units (2 no 1 bed; 4 no 2 bed; 2 no 3 bed) Building 5 comprises 8 no units (4 no 1 bed; 4 no 2 bed) Building 6 comprises 20 no units (20 no 2 bed) Building 7 comprises 12 no units (12 no 2 bed units). The proposal also incorporates a new village centre area, with associated parking, consisting of a site reserved for a primary school (not part of this planning application) and planning permission for 3 no 3 storey blocks identified as building A, B and C and a separate creche building. Building A consists of a ground floor retail area (gross floor 631sqm) with 12 no 2 bed apartments at first and second floor level. Building B consists of 8 no 3 bed live-work dwellings incorporating a 42 sqm workspace provided at ground floor level in each dwelling and Building C consists of 4 no 3 bed live-work dwellings incorporating a 42 sqm workspace at ground floor level in each dwelling and 2 no 3 bed live-work units incorporating a 48.6 sqm work space at ground floor level in each dwelling. The creche building is 2 no storeys in height and has a gross floor area of 620.8 sqm. All apartments/duplex buildings include open space area including balcony/terrace areas on all buildings. The proposal also includes open space areas and all associated site development works including alterations to ground levels, internal roads, service/delivery area, boundary treatments, landscaping and the provision of 3 new vehicular junctions providing access/egress from the Armagh Road (R177). A pedestrian/cycle only access is provided onto the Doylesfort Road

Concerns were raised regarding the proposed pedestrian/cycle access onto the Doylesfort Road and also the 3 no. vehicular junctions providing access/egress from the Armagh Road.  Councillor E O’Boyle enquired if there was any provision for sports facilities, playing pitches or community centre.  On the proposition of Councillor S. Keelan, Cathaoirleach, seconded by Councillor M. Dearey, is was agreed that a copy of the Masterplan submitted with the application be sent to the Members prior to the next planning meeting.

Councillor M. Dearey stated that there are no protected trees (Tree Preservation Orders) in the Development Plan.  Sinead Mullen advised that while no TPOs had been served per se the plan did have a clear intention to protect certain trees/groups of trees as listed in the plan appendices.  It was also noted that there is a general policy in the development plan that encourages the retention of existing trees where possible and in the event trees are to be removed as part of construction works the plan identifies that replacement trees should be encouraged. Such matters can be required as a condition of development where an application is made. Aside from the concerns regarding removal of trees, it was felt that the change of use from commercial to residential dwelling would be good for The Crescent.
