· Smarter Travel will not be proceeding if we do not get the bid money.  However, we will be proceeding with the Smarter Travel Schools Programme.

· The Carrick Road/McEntee Avenue project involves putting in a roundabout.

· There is an issue regarding the boundary at Maxwell Row but once that is resolved the area will be fenced off.

· The Capital Programme is a statement of intent.

· Nothing has been ear marked yet in relation to long term car parks.

· The Avenue Road Pedestrian Signals is unlikely to happen in 2011.
