SUSPENSION OF STANDING ORDERS
Cathaoirleach, Councillor C Keelan suspended Standing Orders briefly to raise the matter of articles in the Dundalk Democrat and the Argus within the last fortnight in which Councillor E O’Boyle claimed that the Council had not extended an invitation to the former President Bill Clinton to visit Dundalk as had been agreed by the Members some months ago.  Councillor Keelan read out the original notice of motion and the minute of the meeting.  He had agreed with the counter proposal on the night of the meeting not to rename the Square.  The record states that a decision was made to invite the former President to visit Dundalk on the occasion of the 10th anniversary of his last visit to Dundalk.  He confirmed that the Council wrote to the former President but he never replied.  There was no political motivation not to have him here as was suggested in the articles.  Councillor E O’Boyle said he considered the redevelopment of the Square to be an opportunity now to rename the Square. Councillor C Keelan reminded Councillor E O’Boyle that a decision had already been made by the Members not to rename the Square. Councillor E O’Boyle said he was not aware that the letter had been sent and he felt that the Members were being kept in the dark.  David Storey said that was not the case. HOUSING PROGRESS REPORT OCTOBER 2010

David Storey advised that the layout of the report have been slightly changed.  He said there are 1900 applicants on the housing list.  15 applications have been made for social leasing since the last meeting.  He advised that there is a 97% completion rate in stock maintenance.  He confirmed that the scheme on the Armagh Road which has been granted planning permission and to which Part V applies is Lismullen.  Councillor K Meenan asked if the 6% penalty interest on rent arrears is statutory or something that the Council has decided to introduce.  David Storey advised that this is a national direction and will have to be incorporated in to the Rent Scheme in June/July 2011.  Councillor K Meenan said this penalty interest was only going to compound more misery for people.  David Storey advised that the new Rent Scheme must be approved by the Members.  Councillor H Todd asked when the window and doors will be replaced in Oakland Park.  He said a number of residents are concerned that during the Winter all their heat goes out the windows.  David Storey advised that if Councillor H Todd provides him with the house details he will be in a better position to advise him.  David Storey advised that the Windows and Doors Replacement Scheme has been undertaken in phases.  He said that phases 1, 2 and 3 have been completed and phase 4 is ongoing.  Phase 5 will be reviewed in December and works will commence January 2011.  Councillor E O’Boyle noted that the number on the housing list has increased by 400/500.  Councillor J Ryan remarked that nearly half of the housing list is made up of single person households and that 415 are two person households.  He asked David Storey to provide the Members with the breakdown of the two person households at the next meeting. Councillor J D’Arcy said the 6% penalty interest is appalling and he will not be supporting same.  He enquired about the Incremental Purchase Scheme and David Storey said that the Affordable Housing Section of the Department has prepared an information leaflet and he will arrange to provide the Members with a copy of same.    Councillor J Ryan asked if the 6% penalty interest must be included in the Rent Scheme and David Storey advised that we must include it as an executive.  Councillor J Ryan said that this is going to hit people at the bottom the hardest.

PRESENTATION BY CUCHULLAINN CYCLING CLUB ON PROPOSED CYCLING PARK FOR DUNDALK (KARL DORAN)


The Cuchullain Cycling Club made a presentation to the Members on their vision for a cycle park and velodrome in Dundalk.  They asked the Council to consider making a site available to them for the project.  Cathaoirleach, Councillor C Keelan thanked the Club for their quality presentation.  Councillor J D’Arcy also said it was an excellent presentation and said he would be supporting the initiative.  He said Dundalk has a great tradition of cycling.  He was most impressed with the fact that it is community based and for the local community.  Councillor E O’Boyle said he would also be supporting their plans.  He asked what area of land would be required.  Pat O’Shaughnessy advised that approx. 7-15 acres would be required.  Councillor E O’Boyle also asked if the park would be able to facilitate any other sports and Pat O’Shaughnessy said that a 2km track on the outside could be used for walking, BMX or running.  Councillor K Meenan said it is important that we have a facility like this in Dundalk.  Councillor M Butler agreed and remarked on the financial benefits it would bring to the town.  Councillor H Todd said it was a great idea and felt the people of Dundalk would be very supportive.  Councillor O Morgan said he was looking forward to seeing the project coming to fruition.  Councillor O Herr said he 100% supports the proposal and would like to see this project linked to any off road proposals for cycle lanes.  Cathaoirleach, Councillor C Keelan echoed all the previous comments.  He asked if there was any possibility of cross border funding.  Pat O’Shaughnessy advised that there will be 2 rounds of funding next year.  To be considered for same the Club must have a site, planning permission and the project must be endorsed by the people of Dundalk and the Council.  David Storey said that initial discussions have taken place with Cuchullain Cycling Club.  A number of sites have been identified.  However there are still some issues to be dealt with and then it is hoped to bring a proposal back to the Members for consideration.

PRESENTATION BY KEITH SIMPSON & ASSOCIATES ON URBAN VISION

David Storey advised that the regeneration of Cox’s Demesne is a key goal of the Council.  To this end, Keith Simpson & Associates, who were working on the Mount Avenue LAP, were asked to take in the Cox’s Demesne area and prepare an Urban Vision document.  Andrea Simpson gave a presentation to the Members on Urban Vision.  David Storey acknowledged the work of the local groups in Cox’s Demesne.  Councillor E O’Boyle asked if there was any idea of the cost.  David Storey said that the key to getting this project off the ground is the pilot project.  Developers will be invited to make expressions of interest on the proposals in the document.  He said the Urban Vision document will have to be submitted to the Department.  Councillor O Herr asked that provision be made for children in the area to be able to cycle to school off road.  Andrea Simpson said that they are still finalising design matters.  Cathaoirleach Councillor C Keelan thanked her for her presentation.

PRESENTATION BY ANDREW MAWHINNEY, TCCM, ON DUNDALK BIDS COMPANY

Andrew Mawhinney gave the Members a presentation on the Dundalk BIDs Company.  He said Dundalk was the first town in Ireland to have a BIDs Company.  The company is funded through rates.  Their budget is approx. €120,000 - €180,000 depending on the amount of rates collected.  The BID income received in 2009 was €145,000.  Mr Mawhinney said the main gaol of the company is to improve Dundalk’s trading environment.  He said the Market Square redevelopment is one of the key elements to the future successful development of the Town.  So far from its inception the BIDs Company has been involved in the ‘Nice One’ brand name, the Dundalk Gift Card, a number of events and festivals, the Business Incentive Scheme, the Cuckoo Initiative and the Signage Scheme.  Mr Mawhinney said for the Company to be successful there must be buy in and support from the public and private sector, it must be clear who does what to avoid duplication, it must be accountable to all ratepayers, must not take on too much, there must be proper governance and the Company must stay within budget and identify other sources of funding.  Cathaoirleach, Councillor C Keelan thanked Mr Mawhinney for his presentation.  Councillor J D’Arcy said he was very happy with what has been done by BIDs.  He said without the TCCM we would be in a much worse situation in Town.  Councillor M Butler thanked Mr Mawhinney for his honest and frank presentation.  She said she was sure that Mark Dearey has no regrets that Dundalk became part of a BID.  She said BIDs has given us a competitive edge.  She noted that the Nice One card has already generated €10000 - €20000 of business in the town.  Councillor E O’Boyle complimented Mr Mawhinney on his presentation.  He said he is very aware that there will be teething problems with any new venture.  The Nice One card encourages people to shop locally.  Councillor J Green congratulated Mr Mawhinney and his team and said they excelled in what they do.  Cathaoirleach, Councillor C Keelan said that given the amount of activities with such a small loss it would appear that BIDs is working so far.  Councillor J Ryan recalled that the proposal to form a BIDs Company was passed by the casting vote of the Chair at the time.  Councillor J Ryan had mixed feelings about it then but he could see now that it has been a success.  He said we should be proud that Dundalk was the first BIDs Company in the Country.  David Storey said that Andrew Mawhinney has been the middle man in many discussions/negotiations between the Council and the business sector and he wanted to place his thanks to him on the record.

Joan Martin outlined the content of the Memorandum of Understanding for the Members.  Councillor E O’Boyle asked where this new alliance would leave the Newry/Dundalk Joint Committee.  She said Dundalk Town Council’s existing arrangement with Newry could continue and what was being proposed now was a wider alliance.
Cathaoirleach, Councillor C Keelan suspended standing orders to extend the meeting to 10.05 p.m.

Councillor J D’Arcy wanted to know if the Members were required to make a decision on this.  He asked how it would be serviced in terms of staff.  Joan Martin said there are no plans to take on any new staff.  She said it’s all about how we can work together more efficiently.  Councillor J D’Arcy asked who has to approve it to move it forward.  Joan Martin said the Memorandum will be signed by the 4 Chairs in the County.  In commending it to the Members the Executive would like to think it had the support of the Members.  Cathaoirleach, Councillor C Keelan said he has one concern which is that Louth County Council would appear to be the lead Authority on this side and this would appear to supercede the relationship DTC has with Newry.  Councillor J Ryan wanted an opportunity to go through the document as it had only been circulated to the Members tonight and he proposed that there be no further discussion on the matter until the next meeting.  The proposal was seconded by Councillor M Butler. Councillor S Bellew agreed that the matter should not be dealt with tonight.

Councillor J Ryan remarked that this was the fourth presentation tonight.  At this stage there are still 10 more items to go through on the agenda.  Cathaoirleach Councillor C Keelan was aware of the time constraints and said it is his intention in the future to have only one presentation per meeting.

DEFERRED FROM SEPTEMBER 2010 MEETING - NOTICES OF MOTIONS – COUNCILLOR EAMONN P O’BOYLE

Notice of Motion (1): To establish a sub-committee to assess and manage flood risks to Dundalk and its hinterland.

Given that the flooding which occurred after the day of heavy rain on Monday 6th September was a teddy bear’s picnic compared with the situation which would obtain if a tidal surge were to occur in Dundalk Bay and to coincide with an annual Highest Astronomical Tide (HAT), when as many as 3,500 residential and business premises could be inundated up to windowsill level, that this Council stop dithering and begin to act decisively to squarely address the potential risk of catastrophic flooding to Dundalk by, in the first instance, creating a sub-committee to assess the risk,  to assess the state of our existing substandard earthen embankment coastal defence system and to begin the process of prescribing a solution that would mitigate the risk of flooding down to an acceptable level. 
The motion was seconded by Councillor O. Morgan.
Councillor E. O’Boyle wants a sub committee set up to assess the state of the earthen embankment coastal defence system.  Joan Martin advised that a study is already being undertaken which is being funded by the OPW.  She said that funding may be forthcoming for critical works required before the study is complete.  Councillor J. D’Arcy asked that the Officials update the Members at the next Environment MPC or at the next monthly meeting.  Joan Martin advised that a report will be prepared for the next meeting. 
Notice of Motion (2): To establish rear access, where possible, to St. Nicholas Avenue residences.

That this Council provide rear access to the residents of numbers 66-80 (inclusive) at St. Nicolas Avenue, Dundalk similar to what has already been provided at numbers 52-65 (inclusive) at St. Nicholas Avenue in order to facilitate those residents who wish to park their cars in their rear yards, but particularly to facilitate those residents of the mid-terrace houses who are obliged to take delivery of fuel through their houses and also to wheel their rubbish bins through their houses.
The motion was seconded by Councillor C. Keelan.

David Storey advised that there is no provision for same in the 2010 Budget.  He suggested that an Engineer’s report be prepared and that maybe in could be considered in the 2011 budget.  He also said the legal standing would have to be checked.  Councillor E O Boyle said he believes it is not a public right of way.  Councillor S. Bellew said that creating a public right of way where one does not exist would have public liability implications.  David Storey said he would speak to Councillor E O’Boyle and then the Residents in more detail regarding this matter.  Councillor J. Ryan said there is no road there at the moment.  David Storey said road or not, the status of the lands will have to be checked.

NOTICE OF MOTION – COUNCILLOR OLLAN HERR
In responding to the growing obesity crisis among the young that Dundalk Town Council shall implement a policy to increase significantly the cycling targets to school from 14% and instead to facilitate and encourage 80% of youngsters to cycle to school on “Safe Quality Cycling Corridors” between Schools and Residential Areas

Subject to adequate funding, and where it is feasible, Dundalk Town Council shall provide traffic protected cycle ways along specific routes to schools, in accordance with the following safety priority options.

· Highest Priority – Road Separated Cycle Routes to School – Every opportunity shall be taken to identify and provide off road cycle routes that will kept the young cyclist apart completely from any moving car traffic.

· Nest Highest Priority – Protecting the young cyclist with physical barriers from moving traffic – As a second safety option, that cycle routes to schools shall be protected and separated from moving vehicles with physical barriers such as raised kerbs, flower beds, shrubs and linear lines of trees: so that un-authorised vehicles cannot cross into the path of the  cycle way or park in the cycle way.   In order to create the space on the street that is necessary for these routes:  to consider making some streets, on the way to school, “one way”.

· At road junctions and street crossings along specific quality cycling corridors to schools – Young cyclists shall be afforded the maximum protection by being on a wide, raised and a ramped road crossing that will have flashing amber lights or traffic lights with sensors that will give priority to cyclists, particularly during the school rush hours.

· To be discontinued – Cycle lanes or painted road markings that give minimal protection and no barriers or physical separation from traffic, shall be discontinued.
The motion was seconded by Councillor M. Butler.

Councillor O Herr said there is an urgent need for the Council to be Leaders in this area.  Councillor J D’Arcy said it was an excellent motion.  Councillor J Ryan also commended Councillor O Herr on his motion.  He agreed that the way forward has to be segregated and raised cycle lanes.  David Storey said the current road standards are in accordance with Department Guidelines and the Road Design Manual and any proposals for higher standards may require a variation of the Development Plan.  He said a report will be prepared and circulated to the Members.
Councillor O Herr said this is not a paint brush across the whole town, just the routes to schools.  He said we must be able to assure parents that their children will be safe.
