Councillor E O’Boyle referred to Minute 235/11 (Combined Planning and Monthly Meeting held on the 22nd November 2011) – Frank Pentony advised that a provisional date for the Civic Reception in honour of the De La Salle Brothers has been fixed for Tuesday 17th January 2012 at 7.00 pm and that they have to come back to confirm that date.
Councillor E O’Boyle referred to Minute 241/11 (Combined Planning and Monthly Meeting held on the 22nd November 2011) – He asked who had made the decision not to proceed with the plasma screen at the Market Square.  Frank Pentony advised that this was an executive decision and was made due to financial constraints.
