Covid-19 - Rates Waiver 

 

With the extension of the current lockdown the 
Government have announced an extension to the 
Rates Waiver Scheme to the end of Quarter 3.  The 
eligibility for the scheme is different from the 2020 
Waiver and the full scheme criteria and eligibility is 
available on our website. 
 
The Rates Waiver to the end of June 2021 for 
eligible businesses is €6.3m and is shown in the 
above Rates Write off figure and under Misc. 
Expenditure in table 1 above.  
 
We continue to deal with our rate customers on a 
case by case basis and we urge rate payers that 
are experiencing difficulties at this time to contact 
the rates department without delay. 
 
Local Property Tax 2022 

 

In June 2021 the Government announced changes 
to the Local Property Tax for 2022.  As it is a 
Revaluation year the deadline for the Council 
members to decide on the Local Adjustment Factor 
has been brought forward to 31st August 2021.  
Public consultation started on the 22nd of June and 
will run for 14 days.  It was agreed at the June 
meeting that the Local Property Tax decision would 

be put on the July Council meeting agenda. For 
decision. 
 
Members’ Remuneration & Expenses 

 

New regulations have been introduced to increase 
the member’s remuneration from the 1st of July 
2021.  As soon as we receive the relevant circular 
this change will be implemented and back dated to 
the 1st of July.  There are also changes to the 
members’ expenses and again as soon as we 
receive the relevant circular this will be 
implemented. Once received we will forward details 
to the members. 
 
Small Business Assistance Scheme for Covid 2 

(SBASC 2) - 2nd Round 

 

On Thursday 10 June 2021 The Tánaiste and 
Minister for Enterprise, Trade and Employment Leo 
Varadkar TD announced the opening of the Small 
Business Assistance Scheme for COVID (SBASC) 
for a second round of applications from both SMEs 
and microenterprises. Businesses that received the 
grant in the first round can receive a second grant 
provided they are still eligible. 
  
The second round of the scheme allows SMEs and 
microenterprises to apply for a grant of €4,000 for 
those with turnover above €50,000 and €1,000 for 
microenterprises with a turnover of between 
€20,000 and €49,999, via a new streamlined 
application process through their Local Authority. 
 
Following on from a recent Government decision, 
businesses operating from non-rateable premises, 
such as a home office or hot-desk are also eligible 
to apply.  
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Details of the scheme and application form are 
available on our website. 
Note – it is expected that progress of capital 
schemes and delivery of some services will 
experience further delays as result of 
restrictions due to Covid-19.

A significant volume of 
correspondence issued to householders seeking 
confirmation of their date of birth and Eircode 
details. As previously advised return of completed 
forms was lower than expected. Field Officers 
commenced calling to properties from 3rd June 
where electoral statistics show a low percentage of 
Eircodes and dates of birth.

Public Sector Energy Efficiency Performance  

 
Louth County Council exceeded the requirement for 
Public Bodies to improve their energy efficiency by 
33% by 2020, as set out in the National Energy 
Efficiency Action Plan.

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Better Energy Communities Grant 2021  
 

The Council partnered with Dunleer Sustainable 
Energy Community in its grant application for 
funding for energy projects in 2021. That 
application resulted in an offer of funding for 
Council energy projects of €78,282, for a total 
maximum expenditure cost of €260,939.  
Council staff are working with Dunleer SEC, to 
progress those energy projects. The works must be 
completed and paid-for no later than end of 
September 2021 to enable the grant offered, to be 
claimed.  
 
Varcities H2020 Funded Project  
 

Varcities is a H2020 Research Funding stream and 
the consortium is made up of 25 Partners, largely 

academia throughout Europe. The theme of the 
project is centered around Urban Regeneration; 
Impacts on Quality of Life + Health and Well Being. 
Funding has been approved for €10million, with 
€422,500 allocated to LCC. The project officially 
commenced on September 1st 2020. The project 
duration is the 54 months from that starting date. 
 
The first stakeholder meeting for this project was 
undertaken virtually on Tuesday 29 June. It was 
attended by 12 stakeholders and was very 
successful. The results of that will be sent to other 
partners in the project for use in various Work 
Packages to progress the project.  While Elected 
Members were invited to the meeting, none were 
present. 
 
 

 
 
GenComm Interreg Energy Storage Project, 
 France, Germany and B 

Members are encouraged to review the project 
website for an up-date on progress and in particular 
for more detail from the project on the potential for 
hydrogen use as a Sustainable Energy source. The 
project partners consider how hydrogen offers the 
opportunity to make energy production a primary 
driver of the economy rather than responding to the 
needs of the economy as at present.  
 
It is planned to invite the Gencomm Project Team 
to present on that project at a later meeting of the 
Climate Change and Energy SPC.  
 
 
 
 

 
Sustainable Energy Communities  
 

The Council has developed a Policy to support 
Sustainable Energy Communities through the 
Climate Change and Energy Strategic Policy 
Committee. It is now proposed to take that policy to 
the next meeting Council’s Corporate Policy Group 
for consideration.  
 
In addition, the Council intends to consider a 
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between 
the Council, and SEAI to support Sustainable 
Energy Communities. That MOU was developed by 
the Mid-West Region and has already been signed 
by a small number of local authorities. It is planned 
to bring it to the attention of the Climate and Energy 
SPC. 
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Fire and Emergency Services 
 
Fire Service 

 
With the current increase in Covid cases, Louth 
Fire Service restrictions remain unchanged with no 
further scaling back on Level 5 measures. There 
are currently no Covid absences in the Fire 
Service. 
 
Fire Service training courses delivered in June 
included Breathing Apparatus Refresher, Winch 
Operator and Emergency Services Driving courses. 
Louth senior fire officers successfully also 
completed a Managing Fire Service Incidents 
Module 2 course (the first of its kind) and a Road 
Traffic Accidents Instructor course. A driving 
instruction company has been procured to provide 
Class C driving instruction for fire service personnel 
so as to ensure adequate driver numbers for fire 
appliances.   
 
A letter of approval to proceed with the design of a 
new fire station for Dunleer has been received from 
the Department of Planning, Local Government and 
Heritage. A site has been selected and the Dunleer 
crew has been consulted for their input and a 
committee will be formed to progress the project 
and ensure an energy efficient design. The first 
step will be to procure a design team. Once the 
design has been finalised and costed, approval to 
proceed with the construction of the fire station will 
be sought.  
 
Further to the Cooley wildland fire prevention group 
meeting, progress is being made towards 
commencement of gorse removal at high risk sites. 
Heritage funding has been received for a fire risk 
assessment.  
 
The Fire Prevention Section has continued with fire 
safety inspections in respect of existing fire risk 
buildings and new developments. 

 
Major Emergency Management 

 
Regional Major Emergency Steering and Working 
Group meetings in relation to Covid have continued 
by tele-conference during April. These meetings 
have included personnel from the three Principal 
Response Agencies, i.e. the Councils, HSE and 
AGS.  
 
A Cross Border Major Emergency Management 
Group meeting took place during June and was 
attended by Louth personnel.

Homeless Services and Covid 19 
 

As a direct response to the risk of communal 
spread of the Covid-19 virus amongst vulnerable 
individuals in Homeless Hostels, the Council has 
opened up a number of void properties and 
temporarily decanted individuals and families from 
hostel accommodation into these Units.  
 
This has allowed these persons to live in a more 
isolated environment thereby decreasing the risk of 
infection. Contracted service providers have 
continued to provide meals and high level support 
to these clients.  
 
The Hostels and family Hub continue to operate 
with reduced capacity, which reflects government 
guidelines in respect of social and physical 
distancing.  
 
Isolation units have been made available for 
homeless persons with suspected/confirmed cases 

of Covid-19 and protocols have been drawn up to 
address such cases.  
 
The full range of Homeless Services continues to 
be provided remotely and staff is available on 
request, in exceptional cases.

On Thursday the 27th May, Louth EU_SHAFE 
hosted the 2nd Intense Sharing of Good Practices 
for inter-regional learning event. The webinar 
moderated by Sinead Hussey, North East 
Correspondent for RTE was very successful with 
100 participants from across Europe. The topic of 
the webinar was social participation and technology 
and featured video examples of good practices 
from Ireland (Louth), Spain, Denmark, Portugal, 
Slovenia and Germany. 
 
Drogheda and District Support 4 Older People, as 
the nominated Good Practice for Louth was 
highlighted through both a video and an evaluation 
carried out by Netwell/CASALA (DkIT). The 
evaluation centred on the social impacts a 
volunteer service can produce for the older citizens 
of Drogheda, the relationships built with state 
agencies and other public bodies, and the sense of 
satisfaction volunteers in DDS4OP gain by doing 
the work. 
 
The central part of the webinar was a panel 
discussion on the topic “How do we advance social 
participation through technology”? The panellists 
were Joan Martin, CE of Louth County Council and 
President of the Covenant on Demographic 
Change, Sean Moynihan, CE of ALONE and Vicky 
Harris, Head of Programmes, Age Action Ireland 
and Philip Hogan, Cliffrun Media and Declan 
Murphy, Isaac and myhomecare. Joan Martin, CE 
Louth County Council, stated “The most important 
policy measure that could be implemented in the 
space of Smart Health Age Friendly Environments 
by authorities is that the age friendly concept 
should become a mindset”.  
 
The second half of the programme focused on 
policy, with presentations on future ERDF funding 
in Ireland and a comparison of social participation 
policies from the different partner regions. Overall 
all the webinar was very well received with 
excellent feedback from participants. CE, Joan 
Martin, and President for the Covenant on 
Demographic Change commended the participants 
at the webinar and thanked the panellists. She said 
she was proud of showcasing Louth’s good 
practices and hopes the learning will greatly 
influence policy at local, regional and national level.  
 
The next steps for the EU_SHAFE project involve 2 
further Inter-regional meetings in Aarhus and 

Coimbra and it is hoped that these meetings might 
take place in person.  Phase II of the project will 
feature actions plans from each partner region and 
these are currently being discussed and worked on.  
 
Healthy Louth 

On the 21st of June 2021, the “Not Around Us” 
(NAU) campaign was launched in Louth County 
Council. The campaign is aimed at promoting an 
environment where it is easier for those who smoke 
to quit and stay quit and helping to de-normalise 
smoking for the next generation. The Not Around 
Us campaign is another step Towards a 
Tobacco/Vape Free Louth. It is about supporting 
Chapter 7 of Tobacco Free Ireland : 
“denormalisation of smoking and protection of 
children and young people”.  
 
The key objectives of the project are: 
 

  Helping to protect children and young 
people from second-hand smoke exposure. 

 Contributing to the denormalisation of 
smoking for children and young people. 

 Reducing the environmental nuisance, cost 
of cleaning and damage that discarded 
tobacco products create. 

 Signposting to HSE Quit services. 

 
Louth County Council and Healthy Louth are 
leading this campaign in partnership with a range of 
stakeholders, including the HSE’s Health and 
Wellbeing Division, HSE QUIT team, the Louth 
Youth Linkage group, CYPSC Louth, Louth

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New Adult Literacy Programme 

Work began during June with an adult literacy 
group from LMETB. The group visited Dundalk 
Library to open library accounts and explore the 
Library. The following week, via Zoom the group 
were given a full run-down of services, facilities and 
activities available with their Louth Library Service 
cards.  
 
The group found the session informative and 
enjoyable, and took part enthusiastically in a 
discussion at the end of the presentation. They 
asked questions about the services, and made 
suggestions on how we can improve services for 
them. Plans are afoot to extend our services to the 
group in the Autumn once LMETB classes resume. 
 
Primary Schools Programme 

 
Schools have closed now for the summer, and 
contact has been made with the schools to get our 
class sets and general school stock back, sorted 
and ready for the next year. We also ended the 
school year by donating worn out books from our 
collection to St John’s JNS in Drogheda for their 
school library. 
 
Principals and teachers have been notified of the 
Summer Stars reading initiative, with downloadable 
reading cards and content sent to every primary 
school in Co Louth. Entries have also been flooding 
in for the Bike Week Competition which is open to 
2nd, 3rd, 4th and 5th class pupils. Planning is now 
underway for our schools service for 2021/2022.  

 
The Library service continues to support our 
partners in The Genesis Programme through a 
number of different projects. 
 

 To encourage participation with Summer 
Stars 2021 a dedicated video was recorded 
specifically for families involved with 
Genesis. This supportive video focused on 
the benefits of dialogistic approaches to 
reading, supporting families with literacy 
issues and also encouraged engagement 
with the library and library staff.

Sea Louth  
 

Dundalk and Drogheda Libraries will be designated 
‘passport stamp collection points’ for the new Sea 
Louth Scenic Seafood Trail which was launched 
virtually on June 29th. This is a new tourism 
initiative and visitor experience showcasing Louth's 
picturesque coastline, local seafood producers and 
participating restaurants along the trail where you 
can enjoy fine fresh seafood.

National Retention Policy Records Management 
Working Group 

Work is continuing on the draft revisions both for 
Community and for Library. The revision for 
Transport & Infrastructure has been approved and 
issued out. The draft revisions for Economic 
Development, Corporate Services and Environment 
were with local authorities for comment in April 
before being proposed for approval and adoption. 
To date, Health & Safety, Planning & Development, 
Housing, Procurement, Finance, HR and Water 
have been completed, approved and issued out to 
local authorities. The Co Archivist assists staff on 
an ongoing basis with queries on the management 
of records and advises on the preparation of 
records both for destruction and for transfer to the 
Records Centre. Water Services are being assisted 
with drawing up a Classification Scheme for their 
records.  

Researchers 

Since re-opening to the public by appointment on 
10th May, the service remains busy with a steady 
number of research visits and research enquiries. A 
short video about collections held in the service 
was commissioned from the Healthy 
Ireland/Sláintecare Community Resilience Fund as 
part of the KeepWell campaign.

The 
items pictured are of her identity cards for the 
Games in Melbourne, Rome and Tokyo as well as 
a silk kimono given to her when at the Tokyo 
Games.  The collection comprises in excess of one 
thousand items.

All Ireland Pollinator Plan 
 

Louth County Council has applied to become a 
Partner Council of the All-Ireland Pollinator Plan

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A further meeting of the implementation team for 
the Local Biodiversity Action Plan 2021 to 2026 
was held. The seventh, outstanding application to 
the National Biodiversity Action Plan fund was 
unsuccessful but six out of seven applications 
were. The successful applications include the Louth 
Nature Trust’s protection of little terns at Baltray. 
The process of tendering for the other projects has 
begun. 
 
The Heritage Officer completed a training course in 
surveying rivers for invertebrate wildlife, which is a 
simplified way of working out how healthy they are 
[Photograph of the certificate]. The Heritage Officer 
is the top biodiversity recorder for County Louth 
(and eighth nationally). All members are 
encouraged to send in biodiversity records. 
 

 
 
Community Monuments Fund 
 

Three of the eight applications (three of them on 
behalf of third parties) to the Community 
Monuments Fund were successful. These were for 
studies of Glaspistol and Taaffe’s towerhouse 
castles and for practical conservation works on 
Drogheda’s town wall at Featherbed Lane. 

 
LEADER Co-Operation Funded Project 
 

Contractors have been appointed to develop and 
erect tourism interpretation and directional signage 
for Castletown motte and Faughart. This is a 
tourism development project, funded by LEADER 
Co-operation. 
 
Ongoing 
 

The Heritage Officer continued to liaise with and 
advice colleagues in all other sections of the 
council, elected members and the public and wrote 
reports on planning applications, ecological 
restraints for flood protection works for Ardee and 
Dundalk, on proposed names for Housing 
Developments and on plans for works at Ardee 
Castle.
