· The selection of film locations that may have the potential to affect normal traffic flow should only be done in consultation with An Garda Síochána & Louth County Council, Operation’s Section.
· Any filming undertaken is the responsibility of the applicant. Adequate notice must be given to An Garda Síochána & Louth County Council when making arrangements.
· Filming to take place in stated locations, dates and times only.
· No interference with vehicular or pedestrian traffic
