Requirements of the C.I.S. scheme:
Louth County Council will assess the condition of any local public roads, for which they intend to apply for funding, using the Paving Rating Manual (rating range is 1 to 10 with 1 being very poor and 10 being excellent).
Louth County Council will record the road length and width and the number of dwellings along the roads under consideration.
Louth County Council will estimate the overall cost of each scheme taking account of material, labour, machinery and traffic management costs.  The community contribution in each case will be 15% of the overall costs with 85% match funding from Department of Transport, Tourism and Sport, subject to confirmation of funding levels by the Department.
Taking into account the findings of points a) to c), the Council will prioritise the roads which are eligible under the 2026 and 2027 Community Involvement Scheme and apply to the Department of Transport, Tourism and Sport for funding.
Louth County Council will only make an application to the Department for funding in cases where the local contribution is monetary only – no works are to be undertaken by the local community.  This is due to Health and Safety considerations, Traffic Management, Insurances etc.
All works are subject to grant funding being provided by Department.

Terms and Conditions


(a) Louth County Council (The Council) will assess the condition of any local public roads, for which they intend to apply for funding, using the Paving Rating Manual (rating range is 1 to 10 with 1 being very poor and 10 being excellent). 
(b) The road resurfacing will be done by Cold In Situ recycling with bitumen emulsion in compliance with “The IAT Best Practice Advice for Cold in Situ Recycling of Low Traffic Volume Roads” and followed by double surface dressing.
The road resurfacing will include for a total of 100mm layer of new blacktop surface as follows:   
· 45mm layer Stone Mastic Asphalt Surface Course
· 55mm  layer Dense Bitumen Macadam Binder Course 
It will also include for drainage works as deemed necessary by Louth County Council. 

(c) Applicants must hereby appoint and delegate full power to a nominated individual to act for them in all correspondence and other business arising out of this application and agree to be bound by their nominee’s correspondence and acts. 

(d) Applicant’s Representative must lodge the local contribution with Louth County Council before any works commences, otherwise works will not proceed. It is a matter for the members of the scheme to decide how much each will contribute.  

(e) All Householders/Landowners who will benefit from or will be affected by the scheme must sign the application form regardless of whether they are making a payment towards the local contribution.

(f) All property owners whose consent is required in order to implement the scheme are parties to this application and hereby consent to allow such access as is required to allow the scheme to proceed.

(g) Applicants must facilitate a land easement (at no financial cost to the Council) to facilitate safe access and egress, when required and as identified by a council representative on site.

(h) The cost of the work will be funded by a grant from the Department of Tourism, Transport and Sport and by a local contribution which shall be a minimum of 10% of the works, subject to confirmation of funding levels from Department.

(i) The Council will prioritise the roads which are eligible under the “Community Involvement Scheme” and apply to the Department for funding. 

(j) Louth County Council will act as agents on our behalf to carry out the works.

(k) Louth County Council in their discretion will make the final decision on the specification and cost of the work to be done and on the best manner of carrying it out, and we shall not have any claim against the Council for any failure to complete the full amount of the work which was envisaged.

(l) We are bound by the scheme’s exclusion of claims made for injury, loss or damage to individual persons who are part of the Group, employees of persons who are part of the Group or family members of persons who are part of the Group.
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
