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Important Note to Applicant:
Only refurbishment and conversion work that is carried out during these time periods will qualify for relief.

There are some common conditions for claiming all three reliefs under the Living City Initiative (LCI). These are:
• your property must be located within a Special Regeneration Area (SRA) and constructed before 1975.
• the work must be carried out during the qualifying period.
• your refurbishment or conversion expenses must be above €5,000.

Prior to work commencing
The Applicant should apply for an “Interim Acknowledgement Letter” from the Local Authority which will confirm that:
1. The property is located within one of the designated Special Regeneration Areas
2. The estimated cost of the works will exceed €5,000
3. Planning permission is not required or has been obtained for the proposed works

After work is completed
For the Council to consider issuing a “Letter of Certification” pursuant to the Living City Initiative Scheme, on completion of the works, the applicant must provide detailed breakdown of actual costings and receipts for the completed works.
Additionally on completion the applicant must supply a 'letter of opinion' from a suitably qualified professional such as an Architect, Planner or Engineer regarding the following:
• That planning permission has been obtained for the works. In some cases, certain works will not require planning permission. Should that be the case, the reason why the works are considered exempt from the requirement to obtain planning permission should be outlined in the letter or you must provide a copy of a Section 5 Declaration (Section 57 if a Protected Structure) from the Planning Authority to the effect that the works are exempt from planning permission.
• That the basic standards of facilities regarding water, sewerage and other services have been installed.
• That the cost of the work carried out, within the qualifying period, is reasonable.
The Local Authority will not issue a 'Letter of Certification' pursuant to the Living City Initiative Scheme until the above opinion has been received.
