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Qualifying Criteria Form for Housing in the Open Countryside and in Rural Nodes November 2021

1. [bookmark: DRAFT]Overview
The purpose of this document is to provide general guidance to assist potential applicants and their agents in the preparation of a planning application for a single house in the open countryside or a Rural Node (Level 5 Settlement). This document should be read alongside the relevant sections of the Louth County Development Plan (LCDP) 2021-2027.
Section 3.17 of Chapter 3, Volume 1 of the LCDP 2021-2027 sets out the qualifying criteria and associated policy objectives relating to housing in the open countryside. Guidance on the siting and design is provided in Section 13.9, Chapter 13, Volume 1. 
Louth, in its entirety is defined as a county which is under ‘Strong Urban Influence’. There are specific areas in the County which, due to their high scenic quality and cultural value, are environmentally sensitive and require careful management. Consequently, the County has been divided into two Rural Policy Zones which will guide assessment of applications for houses in the open countryside. These Rural Policy Zones are identified on Map 3.2 (Chapter 3, Vol. 1) and are as set out below:

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Qualifying Criteria
The standard application form for a one-off house in the open countryside should be accompanied by one of the following forms included in this document: 
Part 1 – Rural Policy Zone 1
 The form and associated qualifying criteria relating to Rural Policy Zone 1 should be completed in full and submitted. 
Part 2 – Rural Policy Zone 2
The form and associated qualifying criteria relating to Rural Policy Zone 2 should be completed in full and submitted. 
Definitions
Definitions relating to houses in the open countryside, as set out in the Louth County Development Plan 2021-2027 are outlined below:
Local Rural Area: 
The local area is defined as being within a 6 km radius of the qualifying family residence. Where the qualifying area is reduced by reason of its location, for example proximity to the coast, county boundaries, or development zone boundaries, the 6km radius may be extended to include an area equivalent to the area lost.
Qualifying Landowner: 
A person who owns a landholding of at least 1.5 hectares and has owned the land for a minimum of 15 years.
Applications for new dwellings in the countryside or in a 
Level 5 Rural Node
A prospective applicant seeking to construct a one-off house in Rural Policy Zone 1, Rural Policy Zone 2 or in a Rural Node is required to meet the Qualifying Criteria outlined in Chapter 3, Tables 3.4 and 3.5. The Qualifying Criteria outlined in Rural Policy Zone 2 (Table 3.5) are applicable to the 24 Rural Nodes.  It should be noted that there is a presumption against granting planning permission for a rural one-off dwelling in Rural Policy Zone 1 where there is an alternative site available on family lands in Rural Policy Zone 2.
It is imperative that the narrative, policy objectives and development management guidance of the LCDP 2021-2027 are taken into consideration prior to lodging an application for a new dwelling in the open countryside or in a Rural Node. 
In all cases screening for appropriate assessment shall be undertaken to ensure that the proposed development is not likely to have a significant effect individually or in combination with other plans or projects on a European Site.




When selecting a site regard must be had to the landscape in which it is located. In this regard it should be noted that there are specific policy objectives in the Plan pertaining to Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty, Areas of High Scenic Quality and Areas of Cultural Value. 
In all instances dwelling houses and ancillary buildings must be sensitively located in the landscape, of an appropriate design and scale that has regard to the location and setting, and should be suitably landscaped with native species. 
Any application reliant on an individual waste water treatment system shall be compliant with the Environmental Protection Agency’s 2021 ‘Code of Practice; Domestic Waste Water Treatment Systems (Population Equivalent ≤ 10)’. The disposal of surface water should be within the site boundaries and the proposal accompanied by a surface water disposal system designed to BRE Digest 365. Applications must demonstrate that a safe access and egress to and from the site onto the public road can be achieved. When choosing a site regard must be had to other issues including coastal erosion, flooding, natural and built heritage, and the existing pattern of development in the area.
