Section 254 (5) of the Planning and Development Act, 2000, as amended requires the Planning Authority to have regard to-
· Proper planning and sustainable development of the area 
· Any relevant provisions of the development plan, or local area plan
· The number and location of existing appliances, apparatuses or structures on, under, over or along the public road, and 
· The convenience and safety of road users including pedestrians. 

You are advised to use the Checklist below and submit the information set out in accordance with this checklist. Where information is lacking or unclear a refusal in respect of the S254 licence may issue. 

Any person may, in relation to the granting, refusing, withdrawing or continuing of a licence under this section or to the conditions specified by the planning authority for such a licence, appeal to An Bord Pleanála.
